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PSALM 115

NOT unto us, O YAHWAH, not unto us, but unto your name give glory, for your mercy, and for your truth’s
sake.

Wherefore should the nations say, Where is now the ELOHEEM?

Their idols are silver and gold, the work of adamites’ hands.

You all are blessed of YAHWAH which made heaven and land.

The heaven, even the heavens, are YAHWAH’S: but the land has he given to the children of adamites.

The dead praise not YAHWAH, neither any that go down into silence.

But we will bless YAHWAH from this time forth and forever. Praise YAHWAH.
